1. Check that it is between 900 and 1,100 words

2. Complete the entry cover sheet (see below)
3. Email the cover sheet and entry to esc@rhul.ac.uk 
The deadline for submission is the  3rd May 2011.
  
Criteria 

Entries will be assessed against the following criteria and should:
· Answer the question by clearly communicating your opinion to others based on your experience of Higher Education.

· Be addressed to the general public rather than to the Subject Centre or an academic audience. 

· Relate to what you are learning and experiencing in your course and in higher education.

· Be sensitive to cultural, contextual and institutional differences (i.e. it should not expose particular individuals or openly criticise an individual department. Ideally you should anonymise the entry or, if used, we will.)

· Provide an individual and honest account. 

· Be entertaining and interesting to read. 

· Be well written in terms of structure, grammar and spelling. 

· Not exceed the 1000 word limit by more than 10% either way. 

Be submitted in electronic format (with the coversheet below pasted at the top of the essay) to esc@rhul.ac.uk by the 3rd May 2011.
